· It was a reminder to Abraham’s descendants to keep the covenant.
· It was an outward sign of inner faith in God.

· It identified the Israelites as God’s chosen race.

· Through it Abraham and his descendants were assured of inheriting God’s blessings.

· It confirmed that Abraham was obedient and faithful to God.

· It was a sign of continued love and protection from God which the Israelites were to enjoy.

· It was an outward sign of being one of the covenant people.

· It was an outward sign of membership into the Jewish community.

· It was a sign of covenant with God. (7 x 1 = 7mks)

· Makes people to be committed to their work.

3. (a) State eight factors which led to the division of the kingdom of Israel after the death of King Solomon. 







      (8marks)

· Solomon had married many foreign princesses who brought high placed (idols) with them the worship of foreign Gods to Israel.
· Solomon not only allowed his foreign wives to worship their gods but also built high places’ of worship where his wives worshipped their gods. This displeased God.

· Solomon broke the covenant with God by disobeying his commands not to worship foreign gods. (1King 11:9 – 10)

· In order to support his harem of wives and court officials, Solomon needed a lot of money and this he got by overtaxing his subjects.  This was oppression.

· Solomon spent years and a lot of resources building his won palace and the temple, projects made him introduce forced labour in Israel.

· The over – taxation and forced labour made the Israelites dissatisfied with Solomon’s rule. The dissatisfaction among the Israelites found a spokesman in Jeroboam.

· After Solomon’s death his son rehoboam succeeded him/rejection of the advice from the old men.

· Jeroboam led to delegation of Israel elders to Jeroboam to ask him to rule them less harshly than his father Solomon. Rehoboam accepted the advice of the young to rule harshly.

· Rehoboam rejected the counsel of the elders who advised him to tell the delegation that he would rule them less harshly than Solomon.

(b)With reference to the incident of Naboths’ vineyard, state how King Ahab failed to keep the covenant laws.

· He took away/stole Naboth’s vineyard.

· He allowed his wife to bear false witness against Naboth.

· He allowed the murder of Naboth through stoning.

· He oppressed the lowly.

· He considered himself to be above the law/equated himself with God.

· Dogs would lick the blood of Ahab.

· All the male children free slaves would be cut off.

· The lineage of Ahab would be wiped out.

· The dogs would eat anybody who belongs to the family of Ahab who died in the city.

· The birds of the air would eat all who die in the filed.

· The dogs will eat the body of Jezebel. ( 6 x 1 = 6mks)

(c)Describe how corruption affects the society adversely in Kenya today.     (6marks)

· Corruption leads to unqualified people getting jobs which they cannot perform resulting to low productivity.

· Promotion through corruption lowers the morale of the hard working people thus low productivity.

· Through corruption poorer quality goods are imported leading to the collapse of local industries.

· Through corruption practice unroadworthy vehicle are allowed to operate leading to road accidents where life is lost.

· Grabbing of public land leads to destruction of environment.

· Through corruption governments release criminals and this demoralize the law enforcing agencies.

· Through corruption practices the government looses a lot of revenue meant for development through evasion of taxes and failure to pay custom duties.

· He talked about the defiled of the temple by placing idols in nit.

· He condemned the worship of other gods/idolatry which was rebellion to the Sinai covenant.

· He condemned the practice of human sacrifice which was against the Commandments of God.

· He condemned oppression of the foreigners/ widows/orphan which against the covenant way of life.

· He condemned that stubbornness/rebellion of the Israelites against gods warnings.

· The Jews had a feeling of ownership of their temple and city was enclosed to keep strangers at bay.

· The Jews had a feeling of ownership of their temple and city which had a religious significance.

· It created a sense of independence e.g. the people of Judah could now freely attend their religious ceremonies like Passover without fear.

· When the wall was in ruins the surrounding nations ridiculed the Jews.

· Their rebuilt wall allowed Jerusalem to be ranked as an important city.

· Christians in the church should pray and intercede for Gods intervention in all situations where Kenyan feel discouraged and hopeless.
· The church to organize visits to those who are in hopeless situations e.g. the internal displaced people (IDP) to poor e.t.c.

· The church should give material support to help the needy.

· The church should organize for guidance and counseling for those faced with challenges/difficult situations.

· Equipping members of the society with life skills that will help them cope with the hopeless situations.

· The church should condemn practices which lead people to hopelessness e.g. civil wars, joblessness.

· The church should create more jobs to curb the high rate of unemployment.

(b)Discuss measures taken by the traditional African communities to discourage teenage pregnancy. 








(7marks)

· Sex education was given to the youth in order to instill discipline/responsibility.
· The youth were made aware/advised/sensitized of the dire consequences of irresponsible sex leading to pregnancy before marriage.

· Sex before marriage was prohibitive in most traditional African communities/ virginity was highly valued.

· Girls who became pregnant before marriage were severely punished/ they were ostracized. Disowns by the family/put to death/ forced to marry old/ useless men.
· Young men who were found to have impregnated a girl before marriage were also punished / paid a heavy fine/ reprimanded/ banned by their age groups/defamed in songs/given nasty nicknames.

· Parents, (especially the mothers) were held responsible for their daughters conduct girls movements were closely watched and their movement monitored Limited.

· During social occasions (e.g. dances) youth people were supervised so that they did not misbehave.
· There was physical separation of sexes/boys and girls males and females, lived in separate houses.

· There were taboos/rules/regulations on sex relationships.

· The entire traditional African community was concerned about the moral fibre/integrity.

· Sexes were taught to respect each other/ treat each other with respect/to respect their own bodies/ maintain their dignity/honour.

(c)State six rituals that marked the birth of a child in traditional African communities.

· There was dancing/singing for the new life.
· The new born was praised/blessed

· There was feasting and celebrations.

· The mother was showed with gifts.

· The father received praises.

· There were ululations whose numbers was determined by the sex of the child.

· Children were given names.

· The mother’s hair was shaved/cleaning of the mother.

· The placenta was buried.

· Sacrifices were offered to the ancestral spirits.
